Reductionist Hydrology Early on

The concrete hillslope experiment by USFS personnel at
Cowetta in the early 1960s is among the most innovative and
bold of its type (even today; well, perhaps except for the
“great wall of Chinese hydrology” at Hydrohill-see Kendall
et al.,, 2001 HP). The elegance and simplicity of the work was
in its objective: to test a simple hypothesis that groundwater
controlled stream baseflow and that soil water was the
main contributor to the storm hydrograph. 0f course, they
found the opposite! Fifty years on, MS and PhD students
grapple with these same questions....many unaware of this
first experiment!
